We arrived to site in late July and had a busy start with only just over five weeks to complete the WC re-
furbishment in the Infant School. This is pushing ahead in preparation for the children’s return in early
September.

Those of you that can see the works will note
that we keep on top of dust where possible by using water suppression and also have dust, noise and
vibration monitors set to alert us to ensure that surrounding neighbours are inconvenienced as little as
possible.
